5. Be mindful of vehicles at the rear and in blind sport as it is
difficult to see through rain spattered windows.

6. Always change to the lower gear before you take a sharp
bend holding to the steering with both hands.

7. Ensure your lightening system is in good condition and use
the dipped beam settings during rain.

8. Beware of hydroplaning when the tire is getting traction on
layer of water on the road than the road itself.
