By collectively playing our part, we can achieve sanity on our roads and significantly
reduce the human and material losses on our highways.

The Corps effectively promotes road safety through a two-pronged approach. It
sensitizes the public about appropriate road use behaviour, with a strong focus on the
safety of all individuals on the road. Simultaneously, through its operational arm, it
rigorously enforces penalties for those who violate road regulations. This serves as a
deterrent, discouraging repeated offenses and ultimately preventing Crashes. By
adopting this comprehensive strategy, the Corps aims to foster a safer road
environment and minimize the occurrence of road crashes.

In conclusion, let us remember that road safety begins with each of us. Through
embracing this collective responsibility and making conscious efforts to adhere to road
safety practices, we can contribute to a safer road environment for ourselves and
others.
